1.0 DESCRIPTION OF EVALUATION

This report evaluates the use of Tectum T
and Tectum IT as structural roof panels
through a review of physical test data sub-
mitted.

This report also evaluates the use of Tectumn
I as a component of a 2-hour fireresistance
rated roof/ceiling assembly through a review
of fire test data submitted.

Additionally, this report evaluates the use of
the 1 1/2-inch-thick and 2-inch-thick Tectum
base material, which forms the underside of
Tectum I, as a thermal barrier through a
review of fire test data submitted.

This report also evaluates the use of the
Tectum Interior Panels and Tectum Fabri-
Tough Wall Panels as interior finishes
through a review of fire test data submitted.

This report additionally evaluates the use of
the Tectum base material, which forms

treated plywood, with respect to surface
burning characteristics.

Lastly, this report evaluates the foam plastic
component of Tectum II for use as a foam
plastic through a review of fire test data
submitted.

DESCRIPTION AND USE OF
PRODUCT

2.1 GENERAL

Tectum is a structural wood fiberboard
manufactured by mixing long wood fibers
{excelsior) with an inorganic hydraulic
cement binder and silicone additive. The
board is formed in a continuous process
under heat and pressure. It is rated as a
Class 1 interior finish material.

2.2 TECTUM INTERIOR PANELS

Tectum Interior Wall Panels and Ceiling
Tile are Tectum substrate in thicknesses up
to 3 inches with no felt or foam plastics
attached. They are used for acoustical and
decorative interior finishes, and are avail-
able i natural or factory painted white
finish.

Tectum Interior Wall Panels are applied
directly to existing walls or furring with
mechanical fasteners or mechanical fasten-
ers and construction grade adhesive.

Tectum Ceiling Tiles are designed for use
with a ceiling grid suspension system. The
suspension system shall be adequate to
carry the dead weight of the Tectum Ceiling
Tiles.

Tectum Fabri-Tough Wall Panels consist of
1-inch thick panels of Tectum covered with
13-ounce polypropylene nonwoven fabric.
The Tectum Fabri-Tough Wall Panels have
a Class 1 rating for use as an interior finish
material. The panels are mounted directly to
drywall or to furring strips, using an internal
vinyl spline or mounting clips and screws
attached to the panels at the factory. Alter-
natively, construction adhesive can be used
to mount the panels to existing drywall by
using a 1-inch diameter ball of construction
adhesive at 20 inches on center.
